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Three I’s

Vision
At Fairfield Infant and Nursery School our vision is to encourage children to stay active and be healthy. We want our children to be enthusiastic about sport and aim to do this by providing the children with a variety of activities and sporting experiences. 

 Intent – what we aim to do?
Our intent is to ensure that ALL children from Nursery to Year 2 access a wide variety of sporting opportunities through which they are taught many life skills such as teamwork, creativity and resilience.  Alongside these important life skills, we deliver a range of progressive lessons that allow the children to develop their fundamental skills of agility, balance and co-ordination.  
[bookmark: _GoBack]Through the careful spending of our Sports Premium Funding, the children are taught a varied and exciting curriculum of sport. Simultaneously staff develop their knowledge and raise their confidence by attending relevant training and working alongside different sporting professionals. By providing staff with these opportunities, we allow the pupils to access a wide range of physical education such as Dance, gymnastics, athletics, bat and ball games and net games. The children are taught these sports through using the GetSet4PE skills-based units, where each half term they learn a specific skill through a variety of different sports. Staff use our progression of skills map to teach in small steps of learning, this allows children to build on their previous learning whilst ensuring further progress. 
In an ever-changing world we find increasing need to take a holistic approach to our teaching of physical education by increasing the children’s Physical Literacy. We do this by ensuring mental wellbeing is at the heart of our lessons. We teach the children how to be healthy both physically and mentally. We make them aware of their bodies’ needs, and the different emotions it experiences. We aim to normalise all emotions as we know this will help the children now and in the future. 
As the children progress through school a further intent for us is allowing our children to take part in a variety of sports festivals, both in school and against other local schools.  Our belief is that these opportunities allow the children to develop a sense of pride and self-worth in both their school and themselves. 

Implementation – how do we do this?
· The children are taught P.E. at least twice a week; once by our Dance Specialist Jennie Le Port and secondly by their class teacher using the GetSet4PE lesson plans. 
· The curriculum is further enhanced by participation in numerous sporting events with other schools in the local area. 
· We currently offer an after-school Dance club and aim to offer an additional one or more before the end of the academic year.  
· We aim to include as many children as possible in our After School club by funding 5 places.
· Yoga is taught in September to allow for a smoother transition from the Summer holidays to school. 
· The ABC skills are taught/revised at the beginning of the year through the fundamentals unit as this allows them to embed them further throughout the year. 
· Gymnastics is taught later in the year, more so in Year 2, once the children’s confidence of the ABC has been developed. 
· Lessons are cross-curricular where relevant to allow children to broaden their knowledge of their topics in a more relaxed way, particularly in Creative movement where links are often made to the current class topic. 
· Where possible lessons are based on children’s interests, a long-term plan is made but is adapted along the way if specific events/interests occur. 
· Similarly, we ensure that Physical Development runs throughout the school day by including active breaks, for example using the Golden mile, Supermovers songs in Maths or doing Dough Disco before writing. 
· Within the skills lessons specific sports are chosen according to school resources allowing us to best utilise what we have purchased. 
· We have high expectations of our pupils and expect all children to participate in P.E. within their school day. To help facilitate this Dance is more skills based and less typical Dance. This included the introduction of Parkour which was particularly popular with our Year 2 children who enjoy climbing. 
· To take away from stereotypical opinions of Dance, we have changed the name to ‘creative movement’ as we sometimes find children put barriers up as soon as they hear the word dance. 
· To ensure further inclusion we introduced a weekly SEN quiet assembly with Jennie Le Port. This allows our children who are unable to attend our whole school Zumba assembly, due to their sensory needs, to still experience the assembly in a more suitable environment.   
· In line with the ‘Teacher Handbook for SEND, embedding inclusive practice’ we make reasonable adjustments with resources available for children that are visually/physically impaired e.g. the use of larger ball/a bell with balls in it, shorter handled racket for a child with considerably shortened arms etc... 
· At lunchtime we also target a small number of children with SEMH and fine/gross motor skill difficulties. They work with a midday supervisor practicing basic skills in a fun way. 
· When holding whole school sports events e.g. Clubbercise that some children will struggle to access, we encourage them to attend with an additional adult who can support them. This may be within their own Year group or another and may be one child at a time or more. 

Impact – what will it provide and how will we know?
By the end of the year all children will have been able to experience a range of different sporting experiences including participating in local sporting events.  They will have been taught by their class teacher but also other sporting professionals such as Jennie Le Port for ‘creative movement.’ By the end of Year 2 all of our children will have developed and will show increasing confidence in the fundamental skills which they will be able to apply to small team games.  Furthermore, our SEN children with sensory needs will have experienced some bespoke sessions allowing them to develop their creative side in a more suitable environment. All of this will be evident through the review of our sports funding plan, through learning walks carried out by the subject lead, in the pupil voice interviews and in staff questionnaires.
