Tax free childcare is an online payment account topped up by the Government which parents use solely to pay their childcare costs. For every 80p you or someone else pays in, the Government will top up an extra 20p, this is the equivalent to the tax most people pay, around 20% which gives it the name ‘Tax Free’. The government will top up the account with 20% of childcare costs up to a total of £10,000 – the equivalent of up to £2,000 support per child per year (or £4,000 for disabled children).
Universal Credit Childcare You have to pay for your childcare costs yourself. Then you report them to Universal Credit, and Universal Credit pays some of the money back. You will only get the money back with Universal Credit after the childcare actually happens.
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
